Question 1: One evening a close friend who's been feeling down asks you to go out to the movies. You'd like to go, but you're
supposed to work that night. And when you get off your shift, you have to finish an essay that's due the next morning. What
will you do?

Question 2: Imagine you are a student where the principal has just introduced a policy that requires all students to wear a
school uniform and an ID tag. The rationale behind the policy is that it allows school officials to easily recognize strangers in the
school and, therefore, improves student safety and security. The new policy is very unpopular, and a group of students
approaches you and asks you to sign a petition against the policy. If you sign the petition, you must also agree to take partin a

Question 4: A town's new mayor proposes a bylaw what will require stores selling contraceptives to keep them behind the
counter so that customers need to speak to a clerk in order to purchase them. "Ready access to contraceptives promotes
promiscuity and premarital relations," says Mayor Fransoo. Since citizens are divided on the issue, town council proposes that a
web login number and password be distributed to all local people, including teenagers. People can then log in on the town
website and vote on the issue. How would you vote?

A) Yes, contraceptives should be kept behind pharmaceutical counters.

B) No, contraceptives should be accessible to customers on store shelves.
